Read the instructions and eligibility requirements of the
scholarship prior to filling out the appllcatlon

4. COMPLETE EVERY SECTION

Do not submit an application that isn't ﬂmshed' Fill out
boxes that don’t apply as “N/A” or “not applicable."

5. LIST OTHER RELEVANT INFORMATION

Include hobbies, volunteer work and related successes. Be
sure to enter everything that applies to your area of study.

6. BE HONEST

Don’'t embellish, but don't sell yourself short, either.
There's a difference between highlighting the best parts
and twisting the truth.

7. BE PROFESS_IONAL

Make sure you use proper spelling and grammar, and
proof read your application. Have a second set of eyes to
check for completeness and suggest edits.

8. KEEP TRYING!

Don't be discouraged if you don't get a scholarship. The
more applications you fill out, the better you become at it.
